Delegate (FBrien requested that the
Plan of Amalgamation that was drafted
by the Executive boards of the two In-
ternational Unions be read.

Secretary Haggerty read the Plan of
Amalgamation as follows:

Washington, D. C., March 18, 1919,

In compliance with instructions re-
ceived, and in accordance with action by
the Building Trades Department Con-
vention held in the City of St. Paul
Minn., Juue 1918, we respectiully submit
the following as a plan of amalgamation
between the International Slate and Tile

Roofers Union of America, and the In-
ternational Brotherhood Composition
Roofers Damp and Waterproof Workers.
“Title and Plan of Amalgamation” as
foilows:
No. L. United Slate Tile and Compo-
sition Roofers, Damp and Waterproof

- Workers,

No. 2. Loczl Unions shall retain their
organizations as now constituted, and
when two or more unious exist, a dis-
trict council shall be formed for the pur-
pose of carrying on the affairs of the
Unions that affects them as a whole.

No. 3. The burial benefit as is now
in existence of the International Slate
and Tile Roofers Union of America shall
remain, and that the International Broth-
erhood Composition Roofers Damp and
Waterproof Workers adopt a similar
plan of burial benefit, which is to be
$150.00 (One Hundred and fifty Dollars),
and paid on the death of a member of
our affiliation,

No. 4. The joint convention of the
International Brotherhood Composition
Roofers Damp and Waterproof Work-
ers, and the International Slate and Tile
Roofers Union of America be held in
the city of Pittsburgh, Pa, on the sec-
ond Monday of September, in the year
1919, for the purpose of perfecting a
constitution and by-laws, and election of
officers.

No. 5. The representation of the
joint convention shall be of equal num-
ber and each International Union, which
shall be twenty delegates from the In-
ternational Brotherhood Composition
Roofers Damp and Waterproof Workers,
and twenty delegates from the Interna-
tional Slate and Tile Roofers Union of
America,

No, 6. That the proposed plan of
amalgamation of the International
Brotherhood Composition Roofers Damp
and Waterproof Workers, and the In-
ternational Slate and Tile Roofers Union
of America, be sent out for referendum
votes of the organization affected, said
plan to be sent out to all affiliated Local
Unions on April i, the referendum votes
of the Iocals must be in the office of the
general secretary-treasurer on or hefore
May 15, 1919,

lre is a member must collect the fine or
expel! the member from the union for re-
fusing to pay fine imposed upon him,
within sixty days.

If a Tocal feels that it is able to take
care of its own members in case of
death there should be no reason on earth
why they should be compelled to ask
somebody else to do it for them, This
is in line with all large corporations and
employers are allowed to insure their
employees if they sce fit; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That it be optional with
each local union whether it become 1
party to the International death bene-
fit or not.

Delegate Russell. Chairman of Com-
mittee on Constitution and By-Laws, an-
nounced that his committee was in a
position to make a partial report and re-
ported as follows:

RESQOLUTION NO. 2

To the Officers and Delegates Assem-
bled in Convention.
Greeting:

WHEREAS, In the past, disputes have
arisen over Local Unions of oue State
claiming control aver a part of another
State, This has proven detrimental to
the builidng trades, caused strikes and
has heen injurious to the labor movement
in general;

THEREFORE, Be It Reselved, No
local Union shall have any claim of ter-
ritory outside of the State where the
Charter is issued for, and all members
of Local Unions shall notify the repre-
sentative of the Local Union in whose
territory he is going to work; failing to
do so, shall be subject to a fine of not less
than five dollars ($5.00) for the first of-
fense and ten dollars ($10.00) for all
other offenses, and be tried in the Local
where the offense is committed, and the
Local Union to which he is a member
must collect the fine or expell the mem-
ber from the Union for refusing to pay
fine imposed upon him, within sixty
days,

This will divide the
board so that benefit will be derived by
the member being an organizer, and save
expenses in travelling and a great bete-
fit to our International Union.
